Rules of Play The 2007 KIDSPORTS Tackle Football Jamboree will be played under the 
National Federation of High Schools Football rules with the following 
exceptions:

Defense: No defensive restrictions - Starred Helmet players may not advance 
the ball on offense or defense

NO LINE UP CARDS WILL BE USED IN THE JAMBOREE

Kick Offs None

Punts None

Possession (a) The initial possession to start each game of the Jamboree will be 
determined by a coin flip.  Winner of coin toss must supply the chains 
and chain crew.
(b) The ball will be placed on the forty yard line and the winner of the coin 
toss will be the offensive team and will have possession of the ball for 10 
minutes.
(c) Possession will change after 10 minutes and the loser of the coin toss 
will have offensive possession of the ball for 10 minutes. 

Fumbles/Interceptions No advancing fumbles or interceptions.  If the ball is intercepted or 
if the defensive team recovers a fumble, the offensive team will 
continue possession but the ball will be spotted at the 40 yard line.

Clock Management Each game will consist of one 20 minute running quarter.  Teams will 
have possession of the ball for 10 minutes of offense and 10 minutes of 
defense.  Teams are expected to keep the flow of the game moving in 
order to ensure both teams have the opportunity to run the maximum 
number of offensive and defensive plays.

Playing Time Since the spirit of the Jamboree is to help teams prepare for the 
season, KIDSPORTS expects coaches to maximize participation.
Players must play one complete game either offense or defense 
and have at least one entry into the other game.  

KIDSPORTS playing requirements for minimum playing time are not intended as 
recommendations for maximum playing time or to limit a player’s time due to ability.  Do 
not sacrifice a child’s positive experience by not playing that child as much as possible 
beyond the minimum requirements in every game.
